Pollination is an important part of a plant’s 
life cycle. Without flower pollination, 
most plants could not produce fruit or set 
seeds. 

Bees are the best-known pollinators, 
making their presence in the garden 
extremely important.

Honeybees carry out more pollination 
than any other insect, which includes 
ants, beetles, butterflies, and moths. 

Nearly eighty percent of all crop pollination 
comes from honeybees

Flowers, in essence, are attention getters. 
They are like advertisement signs for 
pollinators. In order for plants to entice 
pollinators, they must first offer their 
favorite foods: nectar and protein. Since 
most pollinators fly, the colors of a flower 
must attract them; therefore, the brighter 
the flower, the more likely it will be visited.
